The Academy aims to develop a strong working
partnership with our referral partners to maximise
progression and success for the young people.

It will be essential to have a main and secondary point

of contact from your organisation who are responsible
for the Academy project and for referring young people.
Once the project starts the Academy is keen to work
together with this person as a point of contact for
feedback, progression and dealing with any issues whilst
the young person is on the programme.

It is crucial to share information and understand each
other’s behaviour management system and any relevant
background factors.

We do not actively seek information detailing a young
person’s offending history or background (unless relevant)
and encourage participants to use the Academy as a
fresh start where they can re-invent themselves.
